Do I need to speak French to apply?
No, you don’t need to speak French to 
apply, but a B2 certificate is required by 
May. To help you feel more comfortable 
in France and in Nancy, we offer a French 
Summer School before the start of the 
academic year.

My school doesn’t have an agreement 
with Mines Nancy. Can I still apply?
Yes, GREENANO accepts free-moving can-
didates, and we can discuss partnerships 
with your university if needed.

How do I find  
accommodation in Nancy?
Mines Nancy helps with housing, visa, 
and insurance. Rooms in CROUS resi-
dences cost from €240/month.

Do I need a visa?
Most students require a VLS-TS (long-stay 
visa). Apply online and validate it within 3 
months after arrival. 

What if I get sick when I’m in France?
Social Security reimburses 70% of me-
dical costs. EU students with a European 
Health Insurance Card don’t need extra 
coverage. 

What are monthly expenses in Nancy?
Living in Nancy is affordable, with ave-
rage monthly expenses starting from 
€600. This includes student residence 
costs (€240–€440), food (€300), transport 
(€30–€50), and plenty of budget-friendly 
entertainment options.
